Detention Center Medical Technician

ABOUT THE POSITION:
Medical Technicians in this position provide care for inmates at the Caldwell County Detention Center in
accordance with North Carolina Health Agency requirements; and do other related work as required.

Medical Technician: Operates under general supervision, incumbents perform specialized or general
care in any of a variety of specialized areas consistent with their correctional assignment and according
to policies and procedures set forth by the Caldwell County Detention Center and the State of North
Carolina.

TYPICAL TASKS:

Provides services appropriate for inmate care and safety; administers prescribed medication; provides

emergency first aid care; checks and records vital signs; reports reactions to treatments and medications

as wel|l as changes in the inmates’ emotional or
cases; maintains accurate medical records.

THE REQUIREMENTS:
Current Licensure as a Med Tech in good standing with the North Carolina Nursing Boards, or CNA 1
licensure and willingness to complete an approved Med Tech training course.

Knowledge of Basic and emergency first aid; medical and psychiatric terminology; security regulations.
Use of medical equipment and medicines.

Ability to: Learn and follow correctional medical policies and procedures; work within the scope of a
secure environment; establish and maintain effective working relationships with correctional and
nursing personnel; keep accurate and complete medical records; analyze situations accurately and take
effective courses of action in a variety of specialized areas. Assist the nurse with various procedures and
duties as needed.

LICENSES/CERTIFICATES:
Certain positions within this classification may require driving. When driving is an essential function of
the position, a valid North Carolina driver's license will be required at the time of appointment.
